[Lemonade])

Lemonade: Although the owner once refuses to cooperate in the operation, he later takes the

initiative and becomes a collaborator after Mr. Honjo’s return to Japan.

[Crazy Quilt]
- The scene where Ami asks two friends for support and takes action;

- The scene where Ami secures the cooperation of the owners of the shopping street and she
works with them;

- The scene where Ami asks for the cooperation of TAMAGAWA Frontia, a popular local soccer

team.

[Pilot in the Plane)

- The scene where owners of the shopping street, who know each other, work on what they can

do in their own stores.
